Sync Enable/Disable Output Function

You can setup the unit to automatically disable its sync output signals when no
source is connected, so that the display/projector can enter “sleep” mode (that is,
turn OFF when no sync is detected).

The syncs are disabled after no video is detected for a period of about 2 minutes.

To toggle between the sync output enable/disable state while no input is

connected, do the following:
